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CONSOLIDATED INTERIM MANAGEMENT REPORT

The Board of Directors of Etalon Group PLC (the “Company”) presents its Interim Management Report
together with the audited Condensed Consolidated Interim Financial Statements of the Company and its
subsidiaries (together referred to as the “Group”) for six months ended 30 June 2023. The Group’s
consolidated condensed interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with 1AS 34
“Interim Financial Reporting”.

Review of the development and performance of the Group's business and its position

The results of the Group for 6 months ended 30 June 2023 are set out on page 10 of the condensed
consolidated interim financial statements.

(a) Revenue

The Group's revenue for 6 months of 2023 amounted to RUB 32 769 million compared to RUB 32 740
million for 6 months of 2022, an increase of RUB 29 million or 1%.

Revenue of the reportable segment “Residential development” decreased by RUB 152 million or 1%, due
to the cumulative impact of a 41% decrease in the revenues from the sales of parking places by RUB 909
million, and a 30% increase in the revenues from the sale of built-in commercial premises by RUB 445
million, and a 1% increase in the revenues from the sales of flats by RUB 312 million.

External revenues of the reportable segment “Construction services” decreased by RUB 865 million or
72%.

External revenues of the reportable segment “Other” increased by RUB 1 046 million or 27%, due to the
cumulative impact of an increase in other revenue by RUB 1 290 million or 107%, an increase in the sales
of construction materials by RUB 712 million or 53%, and a decrease in sale of stand-alone commercial
premises by RUB 946 million or 100%.

(b) Gross profit

Gross profit for the six months of 2023 amounted to RUB 10 995 million compared to RUB 9 758 million
for the six months of 2022, an increase of RUB 1 237 million or 13%, which was mainly driven by the
increase in gross profit of the reportable segment “Residential development” by RUB 1 450 million or 16%.

(c) Results from operating activities

Profit from operating activities for the six months of 2023 amounted to RUB 4 230 million compared to
RUB 17 394 million for the six months of 2022, a decrease of RUB 13 164 million or 76%, which was
mainly driven by the recognition of a profit of RUB 12 038 million in 2022 from the purchase of the Russian
business of YIT Corporation (YIT Russia).

For the six months of 2023, general and administrative expenses increased by RUB 434 million or 17%,
selling expenses increased by RUB 384 million or 19%, other income decreased by RUB 937 million or
77%, other expenses increased by RUB 344 million or 36%, as compared to the results of six months of
2022.

(d) General and administrative expenses

The increase in general and administrative expenses was mainly caused by the increase in the cost of
services by RUB 340 million or 106% and repair and maintenance costs by RUB 33 million or 92%.

(e) Other income and other expenses

For the six months of 2023, other income decreased by RUB 937 million or 77% mainly due to the fact that
during six months of 2022 income from the recovery of the impairment allowance by RUB 842 million and
other income of RUB 242 million were recognised.

Other expenses increased by RUB 344 million or 36% mainly due to an increase in impairment loss on
inventories by RUB 124 million or 100%, an increase in cost of social infrastructure for completed projects
by RUB 402 million or 191%.

(f) Net finance costs

Net finance costs for the six months of 2023 increased by RUB 1 594 million or 37% as compared to six
months of 2022.

Finance income decreased by RUB 1 518 million or 59% mainly due to a decrease in interest income on
cash and cash equivalents and bank deposits by RUB 1 549 million or 61%.

Finance costs slightly increased by RUB 76 million or 1% due to the cumulative impact of a decrease in
foreign exchange loss by RUB 282 million or 100% and an increase in interest expense on loans and
borrowings by RUB 415 million or 9%.

(9) Income tax expense

Income tax expense for 6 months ended 30 June 2023 amounted to RUB 502 million compared to an income
tax expense of RUB 1 414 million for the six months ended June 30, 2022, a decrease of RUB 911 million
or 64%.

(h) Profit (loss) for the year

The loss for 6 months of 2023 amounted to RUB 2 119 million, compared to a profit of RUB 11 672 million
for the six months of 2022.

Principal risks and uncertainties

The principal risks and uncertainties faced by the Group are disclosed in the notes 2(d) of the Condensed
Consolidated Interim Financial Statements.

Nonrecurring or unusual activities and other significant events

Ukrainian crisis

Since the outbreak of the conflict in Ukraine on 24 February 2022, the US, UK, EU and other countries
announced an extension of sanctions on certain Russian officials, businessmen and companies. These
developments resulted in reduced access of Russian businesses to international capital, export and import
markets, reduced consumer demand, and other negative economic consequences.

Future developments of the Group

Considering the effects of the events that took place subsequent to the reporting date and described above,
the Board of Directors acknowledges that the current geopolitical situation and the resulting economic
developments in Russia may have an adverse impact on operations and financial results of the Group in the
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CONSOLIDATED INTERIM MANAGEMENT REPORT (CONTINUED)
future. Still, the Group continues to adhere to its strategy, including regional expansion, and to sustain the
scale of its operations, and overall will be able to continue its business for the foreseeable future.

Related party transactions

Related party transactions are set out in note 19 to the condensed consolidated interim financial statements.

Dividends

Up to the date of approval of these condensed consolidated interim financial statements, no dividends have
been recommended or paid for the current or prior year.

We hereby certify that there is no other material information that affects or may affect readers' assessment
of this Interim Management Report with respect to the profit and loss for the reporting period or any future
periods, prospects and trends of activities other than those disclosed by the Company in the condensed
consolidated interim financial statements and the Interim Management Report.

1  Background

Organisation and operations

Etalon Group PLC and its subsidiaries (together referred to as the “Group”) comprise Russian joint stock
companies and limited liability companies, as defined in the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, and
companies located abroad.

The Group’s principal activity is residential and commercial development in Saint Petersburg, Moscow and
the Moscow region, and other regions of the Russian Federation.

The Group’s operations are not subject to seasonality. According to the Group's experience, revenues from
real estate sales tend to be higher in the second half of the year than in the first six months, and the net
income impact is not linear.

In the shareholder structure of Etalon Group PLC, as of June 30, 2023, the largest stake in 48,8% of issued
shares (as of December 31, 2022 — 48,8%) is owned by PJSC AFK Sistema and its subsidiary. As of June
30, 2023 and December 31, 2022, Vladimir Petrovich Evtushenkov owns a 49,2% stake in the structure of
shareholders of PJISC AFK Sistema. In 2022, Vladimir Petrovich Yevtushenkov sold his 10% stake in PJSC
AFK Sistema, as a result of which he ceased to be the owner of the majority of shares. 50,8% of the shares
are owned by a significant number of shareholders.

Business environment

The Group operates exclusively in the Russian Federation. Accordingly, the Group's business is influenced
by the economy and financial markets of the Russian Federation, which have characteristics of an emerging
market.

Emerging markets are subject to different risks than more developed markets, including economic, political
and social, and legal and legislative risks. Laws and regulations affecting businesses in Russia continue to
change rapidly, tax and regulatory frameworks are subject to varying interpretations. The future economic
direction of Russia is heavily influenced by the fiscal and monetary policies adopted by the government,
together with developments in the legal, regulatory and political environment. Because Russia produces
and exports large volumes of oil and gas, its economy is particularly sensitive to the price of oil and gas on
the world market.

Starting from 2014, economic sanctions have been imposed and gradually tightened by the US, EU and
some other countries on certain Russian citizens and legal entities. On 21 February 2022, the President of
Russia signed the executive orders on the recognition of the Donetsk People's Republic and the Lugansk
People's Republic. On 24 February 2022, the decision to conduct a special operation in Ukraine was
announced. Since these events, the US, UK, EU and other countries announced an extension of sanctions
and the introduction of new sanctions on certain Russian officials, businessmen and companies.

The imposition of sanctions has resulted in increased economic uncertainty, including high volatility in the
capital markets, weakening of the Russian Rouble, decline in foreign and domestic direct investment, and
a significant reduction in the availability of sources of debt financing. In particular, some Russian
companies may face difficulties in accessing the international stock and debt markets, which may result in
increased dependence on state support.

The impact of these and future events on the Group's future operations and financial position is difficult to
determine at this stage.

On 15 August 2023, the discount rate of the Central Bank was raised to 12%, and the Central Bank supposes
an increase in the discount rate in the future. At the same time, special mortgage programs continued to be
in place in the primary real estate market, which in the current environment may lead to a further overflow
of customers from the secondary real estate market to the primary one, and it is not possible to
unambiguously assess the impact of the rate increase on the Group's sales.

The condensed consolidated interim financial statements reflect the impact of the Russian business
environment on the operations and the financial position of the Group. The future business environment
may differ from management's assessment.

2  Basis of preparation
a) Basis of preparation

These condensed consolidated interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
International Accounting Standards (IAS) 34 “Interim Financial Reporting”. The previous financial
statements were prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs) as
adopted by the European Union, but now the Group uses IAS, which has not affected the preparation of
financial statements in accordance with IAS 34.

These condensed consolidated interim financial statements do not include all the information and notes to
be disclosed in the full annual consolidated financial statements prepared in accordance with International
Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”). The Group has not included information that duplicates the
contents of the last audited consolidated financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2022, in
particular, accounting policies and details of accounts in the absence of material changes in the amount or
nature of the account. Therefore these statements is to be read in conjunction with the Group's audited
consolidated financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2022, which have been prepared in
accordance with IFRS.

b) Basis of measurement and going concern principle
The condensed consolidated interim financial statements are prepared on the historical cost basis.

Management prepared these condensed consolidated interim financial statements on a going concern basis.
In assessing its going concern status, the Group has taken account of its principal risks and uncertainties
including inflation risks for construction materials and labour costs, sharp reduction of the Company's
market capitalisation and suspension of trading in the Group’s GDRs on the London Stock Exchange,
available undrawn credit facilities as at the date of analysis, and its forecast compliance with covenants on
project financing and corporate borrowings, anticipated future continuity in demand, and major instalments
in relation to acquisition of land plots.

The recurring net cash outflow from operating activities results from the specific recording of repayments
of project financing covered by escrow account balances. Repayments of project financing are accounted
for by offsetting cash received from escrow accounts. The offset is reflected as an outflow of cash from
operating activities as part of changes in receivables.

In assessing its going concern status, the Group has taken account of its principal risks and uncertainties
including inflation risks for construction materials and labour costs, available undrawn credit facilities as
at the date of analysis, and its forecast compliance with covenants on project financing and corporate
borrowings, anticipated future continuity in demand.

The Group considered the following factors when assessing the impact on the current operating
environment:

Continuity in demand

The demand for real estate is largely dependent on the availability of mortgage loans and the level of
mortgage rates. Effective from 20 June 2022, the Government of the Russian Federation approved special
mortgage rates of 7% (8% from 1 January 2023) for newly constructed real estate and increased the price
limit up to RUB 12 million per apartment in Moscow and St. Petersburg (RUB 6 million in other Russian
cities). At the same time, special mortgage programs including a family mortgage program of 6% continued
to be in place.

Availability and cost of finance

Loans with a carrying amount of RUB 42 873 million or 43% of the total outstanding loans as at 30 June
2023 are linked to the key rate of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation (are variable rate instruments).
The Group's loan contracts either include limitation on the maximum interest rate or bear reduced interest
rates to debt covered by escrow account balances. These factors will limit the negative effect of a possible
increase in the Central Bank’s key rate on the cost of finance.

The Group does not have any borrowings denominated in foreign currencies.

The Group has secured project financing for all construction project in place that will enable it to continue
financing its construction projects. For the new projects, the Group aims to balance the ratio of borrowed
funds to cash collected on escrow accounts to reduce borrowing costs.

The Group has sufficient liquidity to repay borrowings and does not expect any breaches of financial
covenants during 2023.

Despite the fact that the Group's parent company is registered in Cyprus, the Group's place of operation is
the Russian Federation, and the Group is not subject to any restrictions on use of proceeds from sale of real
estate which have been introduced by the Russian Government with respect to foreign construction
companies operating in Russia.

Availability and cost of construction materials

The Group mainly uses domestically produced construction materials and installations and does not expect
any shortages or breakages in its supply chain caused by foreign sanctions. The prices for construction
materials are not linked to foreign currencies and the Group does not expect that the high volatility of
foreign currency exchange rates will result in a significant increase in its production costs during 2023 -
2024.

Considering the above and given the Group's history of profitable operations and ready access to financial
resources, the Group reached a conclusion that the going concern basis of accounting is appropriate for the
preparation of these condensed consolidated interim financial statements.

d) Use of professional judgments, estimates and assumptions

In preparing the condensed consolidated interim financial statements in conformity with IAS, management
has made professional judgements, assumptions and estimates related to the recognition of assets and
liabilities, income and expenses, and disclosure of information about contingent assets and liabilities.
Actual results may differ from those estimates.

The most significant judgments made by management in applying the Group's accounting policies and the
main sources of estimation uncertainty are similar to those described in the most recent annual financial
statements.

e) Changes in accounting policies

The Group has consistently applied the accounting policies to all periods presented in these condensed
consolidated interim financial statements.

3 Significant accounting policies

In preparing these condensed consolidated interim financial statements, the same accounting policies,
presentation and calculation procedures have been applied as in preparing the Group's financial statements
for the year ended 31 December 2022, and the new standards.

Income tax expense in the interim period is accrued at the effective tax rate applied to expected total annual
income, i.e., at the estimated weighted average annual effective income tax rate applicable to pre-tax profit
for the interim period.

In applying the provisions of the standards, management of the Group has not changed estimates and
assumptions that have the most significant impact on the amounts recognised in the condensed consolidated
interim financial statements compared to the estimates and assumptions used as the basis for the preparation
of the consolidated financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2022.

4  Operating segments

The Group has three reportable segments, as described below, which are the Group's strategic business
units. The strategic business units offer different products and services, and are managed separately because
they require different technology and marketing strategies. The following summary describes the operations
in each of the Group's reportable segments:

Residential development. Includes construction of residential real estate including flats, built-

in premises and parking places in the regions where the Group operates:

* St. Petersburg metropolitan area

* Moscow metropolitan area

* Other regions

Construction services. Includes construction services for third parties and for internal purpose.

Other operations. Include selling of construction materials, construction and sale of stand-alone
commercial premises and various services related to sale and servicing of premises. None of these meets
any of the quantitative thresholds for determining reportable segments during the six months ended 30
June 2023 and 2022.
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Performance of the reportable segments is measured by the management based on gross profits, on the basis
of which the management makes operating decisions and assesses performance.

The performance of the reportable segment “Residential development” is additionally assessed on the basis
of gross profit adjusted for purchase price allocation from the acquisition of Etalon-Finance JSC (before 4
April 2022 — Leader-Invest JSC).

General and administrative expenses, selling expenses, finance income and finance costs are treated as
equally attributable to all reporting segments and are not analysed by the Group on a segment-by- segment
basis and therefore not reported for each individual segment. The transition from the scheme of customer
financing to bank project financing backed by escrow accounts led to the emergence of significant assets
and liabilities that are attributable only to the reportable segment Residential development and are not
attributable to other segments. Under the circumstances, the Board of Directors focuses on the measures of
profit or loss of each reportable segment. The information about reportable segments’ assets and liabilities
is not disclosed as it is not analyzed by Management.

In accordance with the terms of the loan agreements and bond issue terms, the Group is to comply with
certain general, informational and financial liabilities (covenants).

As at 30 June 2023, there have been breaches of non-financial terms under several loan agreements. The
obligations were not transferred to current liabilities due to the fact that the Group obtained waivers from
the banks as at the reporting date under loan agreements, according to which such breaches form the ground
for early repayment of debt. As at 31 December 2022, waivers were also obtained from the bank.

20 Events subsequent to the reporting date

On 17 July 2023, at a meeting of the Board of Directors of the Company, it was decided to delist the
Company's global depository receipts (GDRs) on the London Stock Exchange (LSE). The Company has
requested the UK Financial Conduct Authority (FCA) to delist the Company's GDRs and the London Stock
Exchange to suspend trading of GDRs on the Exchange's Main Market. In accordance with the Listing
Rules, the listing of the GDRs on the London Stock Exchange ceased on 16 August 2023.

On 7 July 2023, the Bank of Russia decided to register the Company's GDR prospectus and allowed the
Company's GDRs to be publicly traded in the Russian Federation. Following the delisting on the London
Stock Exchange, the Company retains the listing of the GDRs on the Moscow Exchange.
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On 4 August 2023, Federal Law No. 414-FZ was adopted. It introduced an excess profit tax for certain
companies registered in the Russian Federation, whose average taxable income for the years ended 31
December 2022 and 2021 exceeds 1 billion roubles. This is a one-off tax calculated as the excess of the
arithmetic average of taxable income for the years ended 31 December 2022 and 2021 over the arithmetic
average of taxable income for the years ended 31 December 2019 and 2018, multiplied by a 10% tax rate.

Excess profit tax is paid before 28 January 2024, and the taxpayer has the right to reduce the amount of
accrued excess profit tax by the amount of the tax deduction. The amount of the tax deduction is determined
as the amount of the security deposit paid during the period from 1 October to 30 November 2023, while
the tax deduction cannot exceed half the amount of tax calculated as prescribed by the Federal Law.

A number of the Group's subsidiary companies are liable for this tax. Taking into account the intention to
make the security deposit within the terms specified above, management of the Group estimates the excess
profit tax in the amount of RUB 309 million to be reflected in current income tax in the consolidated
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income in the second half of the year ending 31
December 2023.

Financing events

Subsequent to the reporting date, the Group has repaid loans and borrowings outstanding as at 30 June 2023
for the total amount of RUB 5 612 million.

Subsequent to the reporting date, the Group has obtained additional tranches of loans for the total amount
of RUB 8 287 million with nominal interest rates of 0,01%-14,90% and repayable by 2030.
